The earth opens up under Don 
Giovanni’s feet and he disappears in a cloud of smoke. Don Giovanni falls into an unknown world. He is wel-
comed there by the opera devil, Polystopheles. He wants to show him around Hell before revealing the special 
role reserved for him. Together, they climb into Charon’s boat and start their infernal tour.
